Who can forget the images of Audrey Hepburn from so many classic movies? She is
so unique and singular in her beauty, presence, and aura* — there has never been anyone
like her before or since.

Audrey was born in Belgium in 1929 to a British businessman and a Dutch aris-
tocrat*. Although the family belonged to the privileged class, her childhood was far from
being happy and innocent: her father’s sudden departure, wartime suffering and constant
moving between England, Belgium and the Netherlands made for an unstable life, contrib-
uting to Audrey’s own oversensitive and reserved character.

Audrey’s first passion was dance. She received formal ballet training throughout her
youth. She auditioned for West End* productions and actually danced as a chorus girl on
several occasions. After a couple of minor roles on Broadway and in the movies, Audrey’s
career took off when she starred in Roman Holiday, an Academy Award-winning Holly-
wood movie. Success was immediate and she rose to stardom in such well-known movies
as Breakfast at Tiffany s, Charade, and My Fair Lady. Audrey started to lead the life of a
star — parties with the jet set*, nights in top hotels, glamorous encounters, interviews, and
constant appearances in the media.

In addition to being a movie star, Audrey was also a charismatic fashion icon. She
was “dressed” almost exclusively, both in the movies and privately, by Hubert de Gi-
venchy*, a Parisian couture* designer. Her elegance was definitely that of a European. The
whole world admired her graceful style, her dancer’s posture*, and innate sense of balance,
color, proportion and simplicity.

Until her second marriage in 1969, to an Italian psychiatrist nine years her junior,
Audrey’s life was filled with the glamour and recognition of the show business world. Dur-
ing that time, which was also Hollywood’s golden age, she was nominated five times for an
Academy Award and won the Academy Award for Best Actress for Roman Holiday in 1954.

Although she was a real cosmopolitan and the world was her stage as an internation-
al film star, Audrey purchased a house in Switzerland quite early in her career and always
loved to go there for peace and quiet after shooting and traveling all over the globe. This at-
tachment to home and privacy remained a strong priority and would become even more so
in the second half of her life.
